he American Bible Society was founded in 1816 with the purpose of presenting
I T 1 the Biblein compelling ways so that people find faith in Jesus Christ and leamn to live life
in all its fullness. This 990 form narrative is divided into domestic and international
== activities. It spells out how that purpose has been pursued during the past fiscal year. This
brief snapshot puts a human face on the statistical and financial data.

The Mission Statement of the American Bible Society, updated during the course of FY 04-05, is
as follows:

The Mission of the American Bible Society is to make the Bible available to every person in
a langnage and format each can understand and afford, so all people may experience its
life-changing message.

The objective is to compete for and win the hearts and minds of this present generation with the
hope that God’s Word brings. This is accomplished by advocating for the Bible to the general
society, providing Scripture solutions that are relevant to the general population, to youth, and to
persons in crisis situations, and by partnering with denominations, local churches and
community-based organizations.

Highlights of this narrative

¢ Church-focused outreach and church relations highlight the many ways the Bible Society
serves all Christian traditions (p. 6). The Bible Society sponsors Bible Sunday,
observed nationwide, focusing on the Scriptural needs of children at home and around the
world (p.6).

¢ Membership in the fellowship of United Bible Societies enables the American
Bible Society to extend its Bible ministry around the globe. A sampling of this extensive
and diverse outreach is given (pp. 13-21).

¢ Scholarship at the Bible Society, centered in the Nida Institute for Biblical
Scholarship, includes ongoing Bible translation work in a number of indigenous North
American languages {(p. 7).

¢ Digital ministry is used to broaden outreach to a new generation and to serve churches.
More than 25,000 churches have used the Bible Society’s ForMinistry to build
Websites, ForMinistry (p.7)



Bibles.com serves the church community as a one-stop resource for Bibles in many
languages and other Scripture materials. It publishes and makes available the Word of
God in both traditional and innovative formats {p. 9-11).

Many innovative ways that the American Bible Society is reaching out to youth include
Elementz of Life (pp. 4-5) and the Coxrectional Program(p. 7).

The Gallexy at the American Bible Society was reconfigured during the
year as the independent Museum of Biblical Art (MOBIA) (pp. 8-9).

The Record, the second oldest continuously published periodical in the United States, a
number of Websites and the Development area present the work of the American Bible
Society as well as an array of giving opportunities to support this work (p. 12-13).

The Bible Society strives to be a good neighbor by encouraging its staff to reach out and
be responsive to the needs of the surrounding community (p. 21-22).



he Bible Society, headquartered in New York City, is a donor-supported nonprofit

organization that conducts worldwide evangelization by partnering with the global

fellowship of the United Bible Societies and other Christian ministries. The purpose of

the American Bible Society is to present the Bible so that people find faith in Jesus Christ
and expenence life in its fullness. This purpose is carried out, both nationally and internationally,
through advocacy of the Scriptures, partnerships with like-minded organizations and by providing
resources.

DOMESTIC OUTREACH ($33,375,366)

PROVIDING THE WORD

Scripture grants for FY 2004-05 reached nearly 4 million by providing Scriptures I the following
formats:

The American Bible Society remains the only distributor of large numbers of free Bibles to both
Protestant and Catholic correctional facility chaplains in the United States. During this past fiscal
year, the Correctional Program provided 26,832 Bibles and 6,680 New Testaments in both English
and Spanish to imprisoned men and women. Additionally, through the American Rehabilitation
Ministries, the Bible Society provided 75,136 Bibles and New Testaments in response to
chaplaincy requests.

Scripture selections in the Good News Translation of the Gospel of Matthew were provided to a
Catholic retreat for deacons representing more than 100 parishes in New Jersey.

Each year the American Bible Society provides engraved Bibles to physically and/or mentally
challenged youth of the Archdiocese of New York for presentation during their confirmation Mass.
Sister Joan Curtin, the director of the archdiocesan Catechetical Office and one of the Bible
Society Board members, oversees the confirmation classes.

COMNECTING THE AMERTCAM BInre SOCIETY AND CURRENT ISSUES

Youth Surveys

The American Bible Society conducted two more youth research surveys during the fiscal year.
The first was primed to coincide with the run-up to the national Presidential election. Teens were
asked if they thought faith in God belongs in the White House and if the President shouid pray
before making important decisions. Some 67 percent of youth surveyed thought that God belonged



in the White House and 72 percent agreed that the President should pray before making important
decisions. When asked what the President should pray for, the majority said it should be for world
peace, ending poverty and hunger and for cures for diseases.

The second of the surveys was done in the days leading up to Easter. Teens were asked if they
believed in the essential message of Easter, namely, that Jesus rose from the dead and will return
again, Nearly 3/4ths of those surveyed said they believed in the Easter message. In related
questions, teens said they didn’t believe the end of the world was near or that Jesus would return in
their lifetime.

Pennsylvania—Triumph Baptist Church, Pennsylvania State Baptist Convention and West
Philadelphia Minister’s Council, all in Philadelphia
Virginia—Southern Baptist Convention and the Hampton Ministers’ Conference

The Bible Society finalized the revision of the Contemporary English Version during the past
fiscal year,

A graphic novel, Unforgiven, was published with plans to produce an accompanying curriculum
and a DVD for churches and youth ministries.

The Billy Graham Crusade in New York City was provided 500 copies of the 4 the Streets
magazine, 600 Elements of Life CDs and 1,000 Elementz of Life tracts.

PARTNERSHIPS

A key component in the work of the Bible Society are the partnerships that are forged with like-
minded organizations. For example, the American Bible Society collaborated with Scripture Union
on a Bible reading compaign across the United States. Scripture Union works with churches to
make the Gospel known among children and youth through a variety of creative methods.



Throughout the past year the Bible Society assisted the National Association of State and Regional
Bible Societies with Scripture grants and worked to strengthen the Bible Society relationship with
NASRBS members and their constituent churches.

ABS partnered with various groups in offering Scripture selections and pocket-size New
Testaments to include in care packages going to U.S. Armed Forces in Iraq. A key partner in this
effort is Military Ministry, a ministry arm of Campus Crusade for Christ.

STRATEGIC ALLIANCES

In order to improve stewardship of Bible Society resources, the American Bible Society received
valuable research assistance to help in strategically focusing ministry efforts for fruitful outcomes.
The Search Institute provided data to assess the effectiveness of Bible Society work with urban
teens. The Ford Foundation financed some research efforts to investigate ways to reach and engage
urban teens with Scripture with the Bible Society partners. Scripture Union gave knowledge
related to advocacy for the Bible and ways to facilitate Scripture engagement.

Capital City Youth for Christ in Latham, N'Y, was a partner as they reached out to youth on school
campuses, in parks, at camps and events, as well as core programs developed to reach high-risk
youth. The American Bible Society provided Elementz of Life resources—tools that will help this
group to evangelize young people and guide them to local churches for spiritual growth and
leadership development.

PROGRAMS FOCUSED ON THE NATION’S YOUTH
in Jesus Christ and learn to experience life in its fullness, the American Bible Society has

focused on winning the hearts and minds of urban youth, and on their personal, social and
spiritual development.

I n keeping with its purpose to present the Bible in ways that lead people to faith

In utban communities, the Bible Society seeks to partner with churches and other faith-based and
community-based organizations to provide adolescents with resources from the Scriptures to
encourage their aspirations.

BElementz of Life™

Elementz of Life seeks to reach youth who are not engaged in a traditional church experience. This
multidimensional program aims to free young people from at-risk behavior and integrate them into
the larger church community.

During this last year the American Bible Society’s Urban Youth Strategy was renamed Elementz
of Life. Within that category a new edition of the ACTS (Assessment, Consultation, Training and
Support) curriculum was created. ACTS trains those involved in utban youth ministry to
strengthen and expand their outreach. The first curriculum received a Gold Medal for design award
from the Art Director’s Club of New Jersey.



The Bible Society achieved a second graduating class in the ACTS program. Ministries that
participated in both efforts included Abundant Life Assembly, Brookiyn, NY, Bethany United
Methodist Church, Wayne, NJ, Asembié Pentescostal, Brooklyn, Bay Ridge Christian Center,
CitiVision, New York, NY, Crossroads Tabernacle, Bronx, NY, Emmanuel Pentecostal Church,
Brooklyn, Fellowship Chapel, Bronx, Iglesia Evangelica Espafiola del Bronx, Infinity NY Church,
Bronx, Hanson Place SDA, Brooklyn, New Dawn Christian Ministry, Brooklyn, New Hope SDA
Church, New York, The Movement, Nyack College, Tailor Word Ministries, Bronx, Student
Venture, New York, Young Life, New York, Iglesia Centro Biblico (Youth for Christ ministry),
Corona, NY.

During the past fiscal year the second issue of the Elementz of Life magazine (formerly know as 4
the Streets) was produced with 250,000 copies for distribution, The Elementz of Life program also
partnered with Capital District Youth for Christ to expand its program in the Albany/Schenectady,
NY area.

A pamership was forged with the Spanish Cobras gang in Chicago who distributed over 8,000
magazines and CDs to schools, ministries, and community centers. EOL also hosted an outreach
to prisoners at Rikers Island, NY, and the Bible Society held a "Reload” event, an Urban Youth
Worker Training activity where over 120 leadets throughout New York City attended at Bible
House.

A summer program was conducted with the gang intervention program of the Boys & Girls Club,
The second edition of the 4 the Streets magazine was drafted, edited and designed and the
magazine was ready for release by July, 2005.

The Bible Society also sponsored the work of Mission Year, a significant partner in the Bible
Cause.

Of considerable impact was a city-wide meeting hosted by EOL in Charlotte, NC that brought
together the Mayor Pro-tem, Police officers, prison and jail chaplains, representatives from Youth
for Christ, The Salvation Army, Boys and Girls Clubs, Girl Scouts, YMCA, urban youth workers,
and ministry leaders to develop an agenda for dealing with gang issues and to support 4 the Streets
as a viable resource in addressing this problem in their city.

Project BEAUTI (Bible Engagement and Urban Teen Initiatives) was initiated as a pilot project in
Baltimore, Maryland, The youth ministry effort involved a weekly Bible engagement class that
employed the text and teachings of selected Bible stories applied to common situations

encountered by urban youth. As a Scriptural basis for practical life experience, the program sought
to demonstrate the relevance of The Bible and its teachings '
to contemporary urban life.

In conjunction with the training given to youth was the
teaching of strategic techniques for those working with
youth. The work in Baltimore began at the end of 2004
and the classes started in February, 2005, As part of the




project a public mural was created that will last for many years as a sign of hope in the community.

The Bible Society also sponsored and participated in High Schocel outreach events in Florida and
has hosted monthly urban youth network meetings at Bible House called, "The Coalition." This
group meets for worship, networking, training and strategic planning,

KidsGames™

KidsGames, a global outreach modeled after major sports events (such as the World Cup and the
Olympic Games), brings togethet churches and other community organizations to help children
improve relationships with one another and with God. During the year the program was evaluated
for future involvement.

Mission: Literacy

As the immigrant population grows in the United States, the American Bible Society saw the
opportunity to serve this group by developing the literacy program into an adult English Language
Learner (ELL} curriculum.

Reaching the Incarcerated

The American Bible Society remains the only distributor of large numbers of free Bibles to both
Protestant and Catholic correctional facility chaplains in the United States. During the past year the
Bible Society provided 26,832 Bibles and 6,680 New Testaments in both English and Spanish to
imprisoned men and women. Additionally, through the American Rehabilitation Ministries, the
Bible Society provided 75,136 Bibles and New Testaments in response to chaplaincy requests.

NCIC (National Church Leadership Council)

The NCLC embodies the American Bible Society’s commitment to encourage Bible use and
respond to the Scripture needs of ali church traditions. The NCLC links the work of the Bible
Society to all expressions of the Christian faith and provides church counsel and feedback that
helps shape Bible Society programs.

A yearly meeting held at Bible House brings together church leaders from around the nation with
top religious strategists to think through how churches can make a positive difference in their
communities and in society.

Church Relations

The American Bible Society, through its Church Relations department, expanded its efforts to
serve the Church by attending a number of conferences and conventions, and by sponsoring
specific projects and outreach efforts of churches and ministries. Through State Partnership
Coordinators, who function as its ambassadors, the Bible Society stays connected to the Scripture
needs of churches and the communities they serve.

Bible Sunday

Every year, the American Bible Society sponsots Bible Sunday, a nationwide invitation to
churches to encourage congregations to celebrate and support worldwide Bible outreach. This past
year’s theme focused attention on children at home and around the world and the need to bring the



power of the Bible into their lives. The Bible Society provides a full array of program and
promotional materials to aid churches participating in Bible Sunday. These materials highlight
Bible outreach needs and opportunities, educational games for children, sermon helps for pastors
and devotional literature that outlines the central role that the Scriptures can play both in corporate
worship and in the faith journey of individuals.

A Scholarly Foundation for American Bible Society Work
The Nida Institute for Biblical Scholarship is named in honor of Dr. Eugene A. Nida, one of the
prerier linguists and Bible translators of the 20th century. Dr. Nida not only set Bible translation
on a new course with his approach to common language translation, but he also helped organize
the worldwide fellowship of the United Bible Societies that applied his theory in thousands of
translation projects worldwide. Prior to his retirement, Dr. Nida served as the Bible Society
Translations Sectretary.

To ensure continued access to Scriptures in the “language of the heart,” the American Bible
Society collaborated with the United Bible Societies and Summer Institute of Linguistics in the
work of Scripture translation by the Yup’ik and Inupi’at peoples of Alaska, the Lakota Sioux of
South Dakota, the Hutterite community in Pennsylvania, the Guliah peoples of South Carolina and
the Choctaw Nation of Mississippi. All the translation teams have made significant progress.

In April, 2005, the Bible Society hosted four workers at a Publishing Camp, where they completed
selections of the Bible in the Lakota, Sioux, Choctaw, Inupiat and Yupik tongues.

The Education Unit of the Nida Institute manages the content for the Bible Resource Center
website (www.bibleresourcecenter.org), a site that delivers biblical content in digital formats to
foster Scripture learning. The unit prepares content synchronized with the church calendar (e.g.,
weekly e-bulletins based on the Revised Common Lectionary; a monthly activities calendar for
children; daily devotions based on the American Bible Society Daily Bible Reading Guide). The
Bible Resource Center Website offered e-bulletins and the “Ask a Scholar” column to hundreds of
online visitors seeking biblical answers or theological scholarship.

Library and Archives Services

In a continuing effort to respond to the needs of staff and external researchers, the Bible Society
has sponsored the Digitization Project, transferring the Bible Society’s historic photos, card
catalog files and proprietary Bible text onto a digital base.

Correctional Program

At the end of 2003, 6.9 million people were in prison, in jail, on probation or on parole, a number
that has risen by 5.1 million since 1980. The Bible Society’s Correctional Program makes free
Scriptures available to any inmate in a translation of their choosing, serving both Protestant and
Catholic correctional chaplains.

ForMinistry

The American Bible Society’s desire to use every communication tool possible to see that the
Word of God comes alive in individual and public life is being realized through its Internet
ministry, ForMinistry. ForMinistry has partnerships with Bible Societies in Kenya, Spain, and



Brazil and domestically with the Greek Orthodox Archdiocese. Statistically, ForMinistry-powered
websites had 1.8 million visitors and 36.5 million page views in the past year.

ForMinistry has celebrated five years of service. In 1999, at the height of the dot.com craze,
ForMinistry.com was born. Having survived the dot.com crash, it has grown dramatically. In the
past five years, more than 25,000 churches have launched websites with ForMinistry.com's Web
Builder. And thousands of people use eQuip each month to keep up with the ever-changing online
world, learning best practices for effective Internet communication. This is a first expression of a
growing best-practices consultancy that ForMinistry is planning to offer.

ForMinistry offers far more than websites and tips for Internet ministry.It keeps up with leading
edge thinkers and analysts of church and culture so that readers are linked to fresh and compelling
thinking,

Its Open Scripture Information Standard (OSIS) initiative allows Scripture text to be accessed,
sorted and shared across platforms and program software as never before. Already used by the
academic community, this tool will become available to ForMinistry editors and Web builders as
the interface is refined for consumer application.

Digital Ministry

The American Bible Society was honored by Microsoft Business Solutions, a leading provider of
integrated business applications, with the 2005 Pinnacle Award for outstanding business
achievements. American Bible Society received recognition for its Pinnacle Award for Overall
Excellence at Convergence 2005, the annual Microsoft Business Solutions customer conference.

The Pinnacle Awards, established in 1997, are presented yearly and recognize Microsoft Business
Solutions customers that have achieved notable accomplishments with their Microsoft Business
Solutions applications. Microsoft Business Solutions customers, partners and team members
contributed Pinnacle Award nominations.

American Bible Society was selected for the Overall Excellence Award because it demonstrates
excellence across multiple award categories and demonstrates superior education, teamwork,
customer service, evangelism, innovation and financial reporting and budgeting.

Hispanic Outreach
Prominent religious and social leaders from the Hispanic community were galvamzed by the ﬁrst
annual Bible in Hispanic America reception that included brief il
presentations and discussion about how Bible ministry can be
enhanced in Spanish-speaking communities. The second annual
event is scheduled for the Fall of 2005. TuMinisterio is the Bible
Society’s Website serving the Spanish-speaking community.




The Gallery at the American Bible Society Becomes MOBIA
The Gallery at the American Bible Society was created to exhibit and educate the public about art
that draws its inspiration from Scripture. Toward the end of the fiscal year the Gallery became an
independent museum called the Museum of Biblical Art (MOBIA). It receives financial and
technical support from the Bible Society.

MOBIA space occupies an area of Bible House formerly used by the Gallery. MOBIA has
expanded the educational programs of The Gallery to foster understanding and appreciation of art
inspired by the Bible, and to highlight the connectton between art and religion in the Jewish and
Christian traditions. The Museum of Biblical Art opened in May of 2005.

Bibles.com/Biblias.com

Bibles.com provides Scripture resources that expand the reach of God’s Word through print and
other formats in order to meet the Scripture needs in the United States. Bibles.com strives to be a
one-stop shopping source for Scripture-based resources that reach out to the broadest base of
Christian churches. '

American Bible Society Scripture resources are known for their easy-to-read content. Bible
Society resources avoid doctrinal notes or comments, making them suitable for use by all Christian
traditions. Because they are often sold at subsidized prices, they are more affordable for ministry
outreach by churches and other nonprofit organizations.

This past year was Bibles.com’s second year of operation under its new operating/ministry model,
contributing to the Bible Society’s various programmatic efforts by releasing subsidy dollars to the
organization. Bibles.com continued to grow its service to its customers and constituents by
providing a broad selection of Scripture resources, which included popular products from domestic
and global sources; by offering customized editions, and by developing partnerships with members
of the United Bible Societies to reach more ethnic communities in the United States with Scripture
resources in their ethnic language.

Bibles.com introduced new products, including two Contemporary English Version (CEV) Youth
Bibles — Global Edition, King James Version (KJ¥) Jubilee Bible — Pew Edition, New
International Version (NIV) and CEV Liberty Bibles, New Living Translation (NLT) and English
Standard Version (ESV) Bibles, Reina Valera (RVR 1960) Life Recovery New Testament, and the
Holman Christian Standard Bible — Outreach Edition.
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Bibles.com offered a wider variety of God’s Word through an extensive number of products made
available by other publishers and the United Bible Societies. These included scholarly/academic
products such as “Biblia Hebraica Quinta (Megilloth}),” *“Handbook on Ezra & Nehemiah,” and
“Similarity and Difference in Translation,” which are texts used by many seminary and theological
students as well as scholars and translators. Other intemational language and top selling products
from Christian Publishers, such as the “Welsh Bible” and “Backpackers’s Bible,” were also added
to Bibles.com’s offerings. Bibles.com also collaborated with the Bible Society of Brazil on
product development for the U.S. Market in order to reach Portuguese churches and parishioners in
the U.S.

Bibles.com sold 3,076,962 Scriptures during the past year. Included in this total were 206,871
volumes of Scriptures sold through the Bibles.com website as well as 575,712 copies of custom
editions developed for ministries such as the Catholic Extension Society, the Military Ministry
division of Campus Crusade for Christ, Stonecroft Ministries, Augsburg Fortress, and Santuario de
la Virgen de Guadalupe. The Bibles.com website, which consists of the American Bible Society
core product list as well as third party products sourced from around the world, achieved over a
quarter of a million new referrals through sponsored advertisements to increase awareness of
Bibles.com as an Intemnet resource of Scriptures. The custom editions were made available to
leverage Bibles.com’s breadth of translation and interdenominational appeal.

Some of the most requested products were the RVR 1960 Bible, New King James Version (NKJV)
Bible, Good News Translation (GNT) Bible, New Revised Standard Version (NRSV) Bible,
Contemporary English Version (CEV) Illustrated Children’s Bible, NLT Bible, and Greek New
Testament with Greek/English dictionary.
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In addition to serving the marketplace with appropriate Spanish language Scripture resources,
Bibles.com promoted Bible reading and Scripture engagement through “Encuentros con la Biblia”
(Lectio Divina) workshops and Bible symposia in Florida, Oklahoma, Texas, and California. The
workshops and symposia were aimed at Latino Catholics and Protestant/Evangelicals. Also,
Bibles.com secured U.S. distribution rights for the Spanish Catholic Bible, Spanish Jerusalem
Bible, from Spain.

During the year Bibles.com partnered with various denominational publishers and distributors,
such as Penguin Putnam and St. Mary’s Press, in order to expand the use of its own Bible
translations (Good News Translation and Contemporary English Version).

The American Bible Society Record magazine won two awards from the Evangelical Press
Association (EPA), which embraces some 375 periodicals, organizations and individuals in the
field of Christian journalism. The Record highlights the role of the American Bible Society in
God’s work. In the Awards of Excellence category, the magazine received an Award of Merit in
the Organizational category, recognizing the high caliber of the last three consecutive issues from
2004. In the Higher Goals in Christian Journalism category, the Record was recognized in the
Single-theme category. Critiquing the entries, the EPA judges wrote that the articles were
“powerful testimonies to the transformative impact of the Word of God.”

The Religion Communicators Counsel (RCC) awarded five of its DeRose Hinkhouse Awards to
the Record in the areas of excellence for writing and design.

The Bible Society’s Website , www.AmericanBible.org, also earned a DeRose Hinkhouse Award
from the RCC.

This year the American Bible Society initiated a fund development program that more directly
connects donors with its global ministry programs. Donors responded enthusiastically by praying,
sharing Scripture, and contributing funds as they learned about ministry activities through the mail
and online, and donor support for completing the $60 million Opportunity 21 campaign (the largest
Scripture translation, publication, and distribution effort of the United Bible Societies and perhaps
the largest such effort in modern history) was also strong,

The American Bible Society has offered gift planning to donors since 1843 when it started the first
gift annuity program in the United States. The Bible Society helps donors achieve their giving
goals, both current and long-term, while also helping them meet their income needs. They provide
this through charitable trusts, endowments, gift-annuities as well as bequests through wills and
trusts, Contributions to these plans can be made in the form of cash, securities, real estate and gifis
in kind. Field staff serve donors by assessing their financial and estate plans, reporting on ministry
results and new opportunities for participation and keeping donors abreast how new legislation and
tax laws may affect their charitable giving. With more than 11,000 income beneficiaries, the Bible
Society maintains one of the largest planned giving programs, holding approximately $60 miilion
in restricted reserves to ensure its income commitments, and last year added over $20 million in
planned gifts to support Bible ministry.

The Global Scripture Fund, focusing on face-to-face fund development, was launched using a team
of field staff specializing in performance philanthropy—philanthropy whereby donors see the
ministry impact of their contributions. Partnerships with such groups as Faith Comes By Hearing
and Geneva Global helped enhance our project funding opportunities and efficiencies. The new
Global Mimstries Department helped identify United Bible Societies ministry opportunities and
goals for donors to consider.

Church response to Bible Sunday reflected the passion of congregations around the nation to the
Bible Society’s ministry partnerships with organizations such as Operation Christmas Child and
Feed the Children as well.

The American Bible Society treasures the prayer and financial support of individuals, churches,
foundations, and other entities that desire to place God’s message of faith, hope, and love into the
hands and hearts of men, women, and children worldwide.
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INTERNATIONAL OUTREACH ($22,683,869)

he American Bible Society extends its outreach

internationally through the United Bible Societies (UBS), a fellowship of 141

national Bible Societies. The American Bible Society was instrumental in founding this

global fellowship in the interest of greater ministry impact and efficiency. Begun in 1946
with 12 member Societies, the UBS has grown to number 141 National Bible Societies that
cooperate with all Christian churches and church-related organizations for Bible outreach in more
than 200 countries and territories.

With substantial support from the American Bible Society, the United Bible Societies was able to
distribute 390 million Scriptures in 2004. In addition to the funding of ongoing programs, the
American Bible Society speatheaded worldwide UBS outreach through a special four-year project
called Opportunity 21 that supported 400 projects in 85 countries. Examples of accomplishments
during the past year are highlighted below.

In 2004, supported by the American Bible Society’s provision
of paper, the Amity Printing Company (APC) set a new record
this year by printing 5.4 million copies of Bibles and New
Testaments, the highest annual volume printed by APC since it
was established in 1987. Of the 5.4 million copies, 3.4 million
copies were printed for distribution within Mainland China.
The other 2 million copies were for overseas orders, including
800,000 copies for the UBS fellowship.

The demand for Bibles continues to rise in Mainland China. During the year, over 3 million Bibles
were printed for distribution by the China Christian Council, representing a significant increase
over previous years. The Bible is now unofficially the best-selling book in China. The continuing
growth of the Church in China accounts for this increase in Bible distribution. Increasingly, young
people and non-believers are purchasing Bibles to learn about the Christian faith. Another factor
contributing to the increase in Bible distribution is the purchase and deployment of Bible
distribution vans throughout China. A total of 40 vans have been purchased with Opportunity
21funding over the past four years. As of May 2004, the vans had traveled more than one million
kilometers and carried more than 2.3 million Bibles. The vans assist the distribution centers that
are located in major cities, and transport Bibles to churches situated in towns and rural areas,
where the majority of Christians live.
